Effects of the naval blockade- before the war began, ________ ships docked at Southern ports. After only 1 year of war, only ______ ships were able to slip by and dock at Southern ports.

Because McClellan allowed Lee's army to escape, he was again relieved from command. Lincoln accused him of having "___________________________".
